Dear SESHA Member,

SESHA has an active academic program which provides scholarships and training to students enrolled in environmental health and safety (EH&S) related programs in  partner universities located across the United States. Each year, these students compete for scholarships and potential internships by preparing a technical research paper on health, safety, or environment topics within the electronics and related high technology industries.
The student papers consist of thoughtful analysis and high quality research- but sometimes lack relevance to our industry as students are not always familiar with high technology workplaces.
This is where SESHA would like to ask your help!
As an expert in the field of EH&S, SESHA recognizes that you have years of industry experience and knowledge which would be greatly beneficial to students doing research. Having someone to bounce ideas on, ask questions, gain insights to industry processes, and have access to valuable contacts is invaluable in improving the quality of research papers and the student experience. 
Beginning in 2007, SESHA has added an official “Industry Mentor” requirement to the scholarship paper process- and we would like to ask you to help us in this role!  
As an Industry Mentor you would serve as a Technical Advisor, and fulfill the following:
· Have your name and contact information on a list of Industry Mentors, which would be given to the students during our annual lecture tour series.

· As an Industry Mentor, you may or may not be contacted by a student and you would always reserve the right to decline any contact you feel would not be in your area of expertise or applicable to your work situation.
· Be available to assist at least one student through the research process- this assistance would vary with the needs of the student but could take the form of answering industry specific questions, directing them to helpful individuals / companies for additional information, and providing advice on research methods. 
As an Industry Mentor you would NOT:

· Be asked to proofread research papers or contribute content to research papers

· Be responsible in any way for the content or quality of the student research papers
The time and effort required to be an Industry Mentor can be minimal- answering a few questions via phone or email and directing the student to sources of information. However, the payoffs are huge! You will be giving back to our Industry and will be integral to improving the quality of research, not to mention promoting SESHA to a new group of potential EH&S professionals.

Currently, SESHA is affiliated with 6 universities located across the United States. Students compete for scholarships in the amount of $1,500 and potential paid internships by preparing a technical research paper on health, safety, or environmental related topics within the electronics and related high technology industries. Each university also receives a lecture tour consisting of informative presentations given by SESHA members who are considered experts in their fields.

Scholarship winners are invited to attend the annual SESHA symposium to present their papers to other participating students, faculty, and industry representatives. The top three scholarship winners also have their technical research papers published in the SESHA e-Journal. The annual SESHA Symposium offers students a chance to learn more about the profession and provides the ability to network with others with similar interests. Potential employers recruit qualified students at the annual SESHA Symposium as well. 
Industry Mentors - Each participating student will be REQUIRED to have an industry mentor who will help them by:

· Ensuring a relevant topic to the High Technology industry is chosen for research

· Connecting them to valuable contacts in the EH&S Field

· Answering questions on High Technology processes, regulations, etc.

Industry Mentors will NOT be expected to:

· Proof Read research papers

· Be responsible for research paper content
As an Industry Mentor, SESHA will look to you to fulfill the roles above- and will recognize you for your efforts!
