All accepted posters will be listed in the 2012 SESHA journal and SESHA website.    A team of professionals chosen by the academic committee will review all posters and vote on the top 3 based on a set of specific criteria. The top 3 posters will be published in the SESHA journal.  Winners will also receive a framed certificate and a one-year SESHA membership.  The top 3 posters will win a cash award of 1,000 dollars. 
Submitters MAY choose to enter their poster in a relevant Environmental, Health and Safety topic. Topics could include:

Criteria for entering the Student Poster Competition
· The competition recognizes the individual efforts of students actively working toward a college-level degree. It is open only to full-time students for work recently performed while enrolled in an undergraduate- or graduate-level program. 
· Advisers must certify that: 
(a) ) the research and posters involved only the work of students while enrolled in an undergraduate or graduate degree program; and 
(b) all co-authors are undergraduate or graduate-level students.
·  Posters that do not meet these criteria will be disqualified.
Student Poster Process
1. The student must submit a typed SESHA Poster Application using the attached form or facsimile. 
2. Assistance from SESHA members is available. Contacts can be made through the SESHA website or via LinkedIn
3. The Poster Application Form along with project abstract must be received by the close of business on February 10 , 2012 at 5:00pm EST. They must be submitted electronically by email to: SESHA@BurkInc.com. 
4. The SESHA Academic committee will review each poster application and abstract.   All students can present their posters at the conference 
5. Each student who present their poster at the conference will receive complimentary conference admission and shared housing at the conference hotel 
6. The academic committee will select the top 3 posters 
7. The top three posters will be awarded plaques for first, second and third place.  In addition, the winners will have their posters published by SESHA in its online e-Journal.  
8. The Top three posters will receive a check for 1000 dollars

4. Conclusions: Clear, concise summary of importance or relevance of work as supported by data. 
Additional Review Criteria for All Abstracts:
· Audience appeal: Interest to SESHA attendees, providing new/original, useful information. 
· Content type: Submitted under appropriate content type. 
· Instructions followed: Per posted guidelines 
· Spell Check: Grammar and spelling are accurate.
